VOLUNTEER AGREEMENT and CODE of CONDUCT

As a volunteer for the Portsmouth Humane Society:

I herby absolutely and unconditionally release and discharge the Portsmouth Humane Society, including its employees, successors, assigns, directors, officers and agents, from and against any and all claims, obligations and liabilities, of every nature and kind whatsoever, relating to or arising from my participation with the PHS volunteer program including, but not limited to personal injury.

I further agree to:

· Treat all animals with respect and kindness.
· Approach my volunteer job responsibilities with professionalism.

· Promote goodwill by handling contacts with staff, other volunteers, customers and visitors in a spirit of courtesy and cooperation.

· Report to my volunteer job physically and mentally fit for duty. The Portsmouth Humane Society is a drug and alcohol free workplace.

· Deal fairly with all PHS colleagues, co-workers, supervisors, customers, visitors, volunteers, etc., without regard to their gender, race, ethnicity, religion, creed, age, sexual orientation, marital status, national origin, ancestry, citizenship, military status, veteran status, handicap or disability.

· Contact the Volunteer Coordinator immediately if I feel discriminated against or harassed by someone in connection with my volunteering.

· Maintain and safeguard the confidentiality of all business, donor, employee, volunteer and animal records, credit and financial information and/or any information relating to PHS.

· Observe all safety and security rules in the performance of my volunteer job duties. 
· Report all accidents, injuries, fire, theft, or unusual incidents immediately after occurrence or discovery to any PHS staff member.
· Contact the Volunteer Coordinator if I have any questions or concerns about any policies, procedures, interpersonal communications or my volunteer responsibilities.
